City Hall, 140 Main Street, Savannah, Tennessee, to discuss 
project PIN No. 119930.00, Historic District Sidewalks in 
Hardin County as shown on the general location map below. 

The proposed improvements known as the Savannah 
Historic District Sidewalks Project will be located in the city 
limits of Savannah, historic downtown/residential district 
of the City. This area is located on West Main Street (west 
of Williams St.), north along Williams Street, Deford Street, 
Church Street (Main to College St.), Tennessee Street (Main 
to College St.), the corner of Guinn/Main Street, and Court 
Square. The project area includes the installation and/or 
replacement of sidewalks along these areas in addition to 
renovation of the Court Square area. 

The meeting is scheduled at 5:00 PM which will include a 
presentation plus question and answer session. The public 
is invited to ask questions and make comments during 
the meeting. Representatives from the department will be 
present to answer questions on any aspect of the project.
